FIUTS envisions a global community, tied to the Pacific Northwest, in
which people are connected through friendship, mutual respect, and a

trustee qualifications 
FIUTS Trustees reflect the global diversity of our community. Past board experience is an asset,
but we seek out a diverse range of skills, professional backgrounds, and lived experiences. Most
importantly, FIUTS Trustees are passionate about cultural exchange, interested in investing time
and experience in our organization, and value growth and learning. 

Trustees commit to a 3-year term, and can serve up to two consecutive terms
(for a total of 6 years). Student Board members serve one year terms. Past
Presidents can serve a 2-year extended term.

Board members are expected to attend 10 -12 meetings per
year: 6 full board meetings and approximately 6 committee
meetings. Meetings are held Monday evenings in-person with
hybrid options.

recruitment, or in-kind solicitations from others
